Top Tips

Mark
Where the actor stands
(6-8 feet from camera)

Camera
Place at eye-level 

on a tripod

Production Table
3 feet behind the camera

Reader
Sitting directly next 

to the camera

Entry/Exit
Ensure the next actor isn't

walking into the back of the
previous actor's shot.

Keep eyelines tight: Place the reader close to the lens.

Watch the monitor: Cast what works on camera, not just in the room.

Roll on everything: Slates save time later.

Protect your audio: Quiet room > fancy camera.

Use a neutral backdrop: Let the actor stand out.

Give one clear adjustment: Tests direction, keeps flow smooth.

Stay consistent: Same lighting, same framing, every actor.
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
